The Cory J. Dodge Memorial Scholarship is available to a graduating senior of the Sheboygan Area School District who intend to further their education. 

Cory Dodge was a 2007 graduate of Sheboygan North High School. Cory’s passion was basketball. He carried out his passion on the court as a four-year member of the Sheboygan North basketball team, at the annual Gus Macker Tournament, and countless pick-up games with friends and family. Cory had a big heart and a smile that could light up any room instantaneously. He lived life to the fullest and never took anyone or any opportunity for granted. Cory J. Dodge passed away in a tragic car accident on July 5, 2013. His infinite smile, laugh, and caring attitude will always be remembered. The Dodge family would like to award a scholarship in Cory’s honor to an athletic student who shared similar qualities in life. 

The amount of the scholarship award will vary, based on available funding and the discretion of the scholarship committee. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Dodge family and friends. It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. The scholarship award will be made payable in two installments to the college, or university upon satisfactory proof of enrollment.

Criteria:

1) Graduating senior of Sheboygan Area School District.

2) Must be a member of any Sheboygan Area School District athletic program.

3) Must intend to enroll in an accredited two or four-year college or university of their choosing.

4) Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of overall application, including co-curricular involvement, letters of recommendation, and personal essay: “Friends, family, and team members were major influences on Cory throughout his life. How have these influences impacted your life?”
5) Student needs to include two letters of recommendation with their application. (One letter of recommendation must come from an athletic coach)
6) Student will not be restricted as to the number or value of scholarships received from other sources in order to receive this award.

Application Procedure:

1. Visit and follow 2016-2017 SPEF Local Scholarship Information & Procedure Tab on SPEF website.

2. Compose a Cory J. Dodge Memorial Scholarship Essay. “Friends, family, and team members were major influences on Cory throughout his life. How have these influences impacted your life?” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)

3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Cory J. Dodge Memorial Scholarship. *(One letter MUST be from a athletic coach).
