The Kenneth J. DeShambo Memorial Scholarship is available to a graduating senior of the Sheboygan South High School who intends to continue their studies in the field of education. Students attend Sheboygan South High School on a full-time basis in order to be considered. Students enrolled in Charter school programs are not eligible to receive this scholarship. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the DeShambo family. The criteria for this scholarship have been established by the family.
Ken DeShambo was an educator in the Language Arts Department at Sheboygan South High School for 32 years. He had a passion for teaching and positively impacted the lives of his students throughout his career. His words and his actions supported his belief that being an educator is a noble profession. Ken passed away on November 1, 2015. His family has established a scholarship fund in which a single one-time scholarship in the amount of $1,000.00 will be awarded to one recipient each year. Applicants may be interviewed by the selection committee.
Criteria:

1) Member of the current graduating class of Sheboygan South High School.
2) Must attend Sheboygan South High on a full time basis, not enrolled in Charter school classes.
3) Must attend an accredited four-year college or university that offers majors in education.

4) Must attend to pursue a career in education.

5) Must be ranked in the top 50% of their high school graduating class.

6) Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of overall application, including academic performance, co-curricular involvement, letters of recommendation, financial need, and Kenneth DeShambo Memorial essay: “What has given you the desire to pursue a career in education and what characteristics do you possess to become a successful teacher?”
7) There shall not be a restriction as to the number or value of other scholarships received by the applicant in order to accept this award.
8) If the scholarship committee deems that there is not a worthy candidate to receive this award in any given year, the scholarship will not be awarded.

3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Kenneth J. DeShambo Memorial Scholarship.
