DWIGHT PELKIN MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

For Graduating Seniors of the Sheboygan Area School District

2016-2017
The Dwight Pelkin Memorial Scholarship is available to graduating seniors of Sheboygan North or South High School who intend to continue their education in the fields of communications, writing or journalism. 

Dwight Pelkin came to the Sheboygan Press after graduating from the University of Wisconsin – Madison, and, not including a few years in the Air Force during World War II, he enjoyed a 41-year career as the Sheboygan Press’ flamboyant sports editor. He produced his highly anticipated column “It’s This Way” on a daily basis in the early years and usually three times each week throughout his career. In addition to covering Sheboygan County community high school and collegiate sports, he also covered the Green Bay Packers and the Milwaukee Braves and Brewers. Pelkin served on the Green Bay Packers Hall of Fame Committee and was president of the Wisconsin Associated Press Sportswriters Association. He retired from The Press in 1984 and passed away on December 22, 2007. 

A single scholarship in the amount of $2,000 may be awarded to one recipient from Sheboygan North High School and one recipient from Sheboygan South High School each year. It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. Awards are given at the discretion of the selection committee. The following criteria are established for the awarding of a scholarship in the name of Dwight Pelkin:

· All applicants must be in the top 50% of the graduating class.

· All applicants must intend to enroll in a 4-year college or university, whether private, public, in state or out of state, majoring in the field of writing or journalism.

· All applicants must have been actively involved in extracurricular activities throughout their high school career, including sports, forensics, drama, and especially the student newspaper, journalism, yearbook, etc.

· Student will not be restricted as to the number of value of scholarships received from other sources in order to receive this award.

· The selection committee with personnel from both Sheboygan North High School and Sheboygan South High School, staff of the Sheboygan Press as well as members of the Pelkin family will select the recipients. An alternate recipient will also be selected.

· Financial need is not mandatory.

· The full amount of the scholarship shall be payable in full upon proof of registration in a 4-year college or university.

   Application Procedure:

2. Compose Dwight Pelkin Memorial Scholarship essay. “What Journalism Experiences in High School Best Prepared You For Your Future Studies in Writing or Journalism?” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)

3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Dwight Pelkin Memorial Scholarship.
