For Graduating Seniors of the Sheboygan Area School District

The Gene and Hanna Goldberg Scholarship in Memory of Ben and Edith Goldberg is available to graduating seniors of Sheboygan North or South High School to continue their education at an accredited four-year university or college on a full time basis. Students must attend Sheboygan North or Sheboygan South High Schools on a full time basis in order to be considered. Students enrolled in Charter school programs are not eligible to receive this scholarship. 

This scholarship was established from a generous donation from Gene and Hanna Goldberg in memory of his parents Ben and Edith. It was a wish of theirs’ to assist in furthering the education of a deserving student. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Goldberg Family.

Scholarship awards will vary based on available funding and the discretion of the committee.  Applicants may be interviewed by the selection committee.  The scholarship awarded in 2016 will be $1,000.00.  Half to be awarded in each semester of student’s first year upon verification of enrollment and the receipt of transcripts.

Criteria:

1. Member of the graduating class of Sheboygan North or Sheboygan South High School.

2. Must attend Sheboygan North or Sheboygan South on a full time basis, not enrolled in Charter school classes. 

3. Must attend an accredited university or college (including technical college) on a full time basis.

4. Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of overall application, including academic performance, Gene and Hanna Goldberg essay, co-curricular involvement, letters of recommendation and financial need. 

Application Procedure

2) Compose Gene and Hanna Goldberg Scholarship essays. #1)“What effect has your elementary school years had on the education you have received to date?” #2) “What are the pros and cons of being raised and educated in Sheboygan?” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)

3) TWO Letters of recommendation…Specific to the Gene and Hanna Goldberg Scholarship.
