For Graduating Students of Sheboygan North High School

The Elizabeth J. Mc Ginness/Leila B. Hoaglin Scholarships will be awarded to graduating seniors of Sheboygan North High School to continue their education at an accredited university or college (including technical colleges) on a full time basis. Students must attend Sheboygan North High School on a full time basis in order to be considered. Students enrolled in Charter school programs are not eligible to receive this scholarship. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Trustee.  

Betty Mc Ginness taught Physical Education and Health at Sheboygan North High School. While pursuing a degree in psychology, she served as a counselor at Urban Junior High School. Her interest in psychology stemmed from the many problems her students discussed with her during her years as teacher and counselor. Betty had great concern for those less fortunate than herself and frequently served as an advocate on their behalf. She dedicates this scholarship to the memory of her parents, Emily and Frank Mc Ginness. Leila Hoaglin worked for the Sheboygan Public School System from 1938 to 1968. She practiced Physical Therapy, treating handicapped children at the Longfellow Orthpaedic School in Sheboygan. Professionally, she always gave of herself unselfishly to maintain the highest standards of her profession and to really plan for the individual needs of the children entrusted to her care.  

Criteria:

· Member of the graduating class of Sheboygan North High School or past recipient of this scholarship.

· Must attend Sheboygan North on a full time basis, not enrolled in Charter school classes.

· Have demonstrated an ability to succeed scholastically by being in the upper one-third of their graduating class. For past recipients, must be in good academic standing at an accredited university or college. 

· Have demonstrated a capacity for leadership by their participation in school/campus activities.

· Have shown an interest in community activities.

· Generally can be described as an “involved” and “good” student.

· Have exhibited a degree of motivation that shows a keen interest in self-development and a capacity for being a self-starter.

· Have shown a financial needs exists for the applicant

The number of scholarship awards will be determined by the Trustee. Scholarship awards will vary based on available funding and the discretion of the committee. Each scholarship award is anticipated to be not less than $5,000 per year. The scholarship will be paid in two installments; the first installment upon proof of enrollment, and the second installment at the commencement of the first semester and upon demonstration that the first semester performance was at a passing level and school enrollment is confirmed for the second semester. The Elizabeth J. Mc Ginness/Leila B. Hoaglin Scholarship may be renewed by an application process up to three successive times if the selection committee determines that the academic record in college and financial need is such to warrant continued support of the applicant. Renewal scholarships will be given preference over new scholarships.
