MEMORIAL HOCKEY SCHOLARSHIP 

For Graduating Students of the Co-Op Red Raider Hockey Program

The Kyle J. Neurohr Memorial Hockey Scholarship is available to graduating seniors of the Co-Op Red Raider Hockey Program who intend to continue their education. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Neurohr family. The Neurohr family has established the criteria for this scholarship.

Kyle J. Neurohr was a 2009 graduate of Sheboygan North High School. He was an outstanding student athlete who participated in football, track, soccer and hockey. His love of hockey began at the age of 3 while living in Eden Prairie, Minnesota. Kyle and his family moved to Sheboygan when Kyle was 5 and after participating in the Blue Line Mighty Mite Festival, Kyle was hooked on hockey for life. Kyle was a 4-year starter for the Red Raiders in goal and was named 2006 Rookie of the Year, 2007, 2008 & 2009 All Conference, 2008 Red Raiders MVP, 2009 Team Captain and the 2009 Hobey Baker Character Award recipient. Kyle holds many goaltending records for the Red Raider program. Kyle attended UW-Stevens Point as a freshman and was a sophomore pursuing a degree in Physical Education at UW-Whitewater at the time of his death. Kyle J. Neurohr passed away on October 16, 2010 in an automobile accident. Since then, many memorials in the form of funds and gifts have been received with the purpose of establishing a scholarship fund in his name. It is appropriate that a scholarship be presented to worthy students who aspire to meet the attributes of a Red Raider player and that this scholarship is awarded in honor of his life.

Scholarships of various amounts may be awarded to recipients from the Co-Op Red Raiders Hockey Program each year.  It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. The intent is that it only be given to very exceptional students who have provided an exceptional level of skill and leadership in both the classroom and as a member of the Red Raiders Program. The selection committee may interview applicants. Disbursement of this scholarship is awarded based on proof registration sent to the Sheboygan Public Education Foundation.

Criteria:

The following criteria are established for the awarding of a scholarship in the name of Kyle J. Neurohr:

1. Must be a graduating senior member of the Red Raider Hockey Team.

2. Must intend to enroll in an accredited 4-year college or university of their choosing.

3. Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of the overall application, including academic performance, personal essay, co-curricular involvement and letters of recommendation. 

4. Must include a brief essay with their application form centered on the statement “How Hockey Has Shaped My Plans for the Future”. 

5. Student needs to include two letters of recommendation with their application, with one letter being from a Red Raider Hockey Coach.  

6. Student will not be restricted as to the number or value of scholarships received from other sources in order to receive this award.

Application Procedure:

1. Visit and follow 2016-2017 SPEF Local Scholarship Information & Procedure Tab on SPEF website.

2. Compose Kyle J. Neurohr Memorial Hockey Scholarship essay. “My Career Goals and How Hockey Has Shaped My Plans for the Future?”  (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)

3. TWO Letters of recommendation…Specific to the Kyle J. Neurohr Memorial Hockey Scholarship. One letter must be from the Red Raider Hockey Coach.
