The purpose of the Sheboygan North High School Class of 1959 Alumni Scholarship is to recognize and award a graduating senior of Sheboygan North High School. Students must attend Sheboygan North High School on a full time basis in order to be considered. Students enrolled in Charter school programs are not eligible to receive this scholarship. The recipient must have completed all requirements set forth by the school, and be eligible for graduation. In addition, all applicants must intend to continue their education at an accredited four year college or university on a full time basis. All application information is confidential and is subject to verification. The selection committee will be comprised of alumni of the Sheboygan North Class of 1959.  The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Class of 1959.

Criteria:

1. Member of the graduating class of Sheboygan North High School.

2. Must attend Sheboygan North on a full time basis, not enrolled in Charter school classes.

3. Demonstrated an ability to succeed scholastically by being in the upper half of their graduating class.

4. Contributed to a positive school environment through academic performance and various forms of extracurricular involvement including activities such as sports, leadership roles, student government, and various other clubs and programs.

5. Demonstrated a commitment to community involvement and service.

6. Exemplified a positive image of Sheboygan North High School to the community.

7. Exhibited a degree of motivation that shows a keen interest in self-development and a capacity for being a self-starter.

8. Generally can be described as an “involved” and “good” student.

9. Have shown a financial needs exists for the applicant
An award of $500 will be presented and will be made payable to the student’s account at the college or university of his or her choice. The award will not be payable directly to the student. The scholarship will be paid upon satisfactory proof of enrollment at the college or university selected by the student.
