MEMORIAL SCOUTING SCHOLARSHIP 

For Graduating Eagle Scouts of Sheboygan North or South High Schools

2016-2017
The Matthew M. Roelse Memorial Scouting Scholarship is available to graduating seniors of Sheboygan North or South High Schools who are Eagle Scouts and continues to live by the Scout Law and intend to continue their education. The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Roelse family. The Roelse family has established the criteria for this scholarship.

Matthew M. Roelse was a 2008 graduate of Sheboygan North High School. He joined Scouting as a Tiger Cub Scout in first grade and participated in five years of Cub Scouting before moving into Boy Scouts. He rose through the ranks of Boy Scouting, earning his Eagle Scout award in 2007.  Matt treasured Scouting and its values. Through Scouting, Matt grew to love exploring, camping, hiking, and taking care of the earth.

Matthew attended UW-Madison, earning a degree in Business, with an emphasis in finance and management. While a student there, he was a Cub Scout leader in the “Scoutreach” program, providing Scouting experiences for children in low-income areas. It was important to him to share what he had learned in Scouting with other boys.
Matthew M. Roelse passed away on June 22, 2012 in a drowning accident. Since then, many memorials in the form of funds and gifts have been received with the purpose of establishing a scholarship fund in his name. It is appropriate that a scholarship be presented to worthy students who aspire to meet the attributes of an Eagle Scout, and that this scholarship is awarded in honor of his life.

A scholarship of $1,000 may be awarded each year.  It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. The intent is that it only be given to students who have exhibited a commitment to Scouting and its values. The selection committee may interview applicants. Disbursement of this scholarship is awarded based on proof of registration sent to the Sheboygan Public Education Foundation

Criteria:

The following criteria are established for the awarding of a scholarship in the name of Matthew M. Roelse:

1. Must be a graduating senior of Sheboygan North or South who has attained the Eagle Scout award and continues to live by the Scout Law.

2. Must intend to enroll in an accredited technical college, college, or university of their choosing.

3. Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of the overall application, including personal essay, involvement in Scouting, and letters of recommendation. 

4. Must include a brief essay with their application form centered on the statement “What Has Scouting Taught Me About Myself And How I Will Use That In My Future?” 

5. Student needs to include two letters of recommendation with their application, with one letter being from a Scout leader.  

6. Student will not be restricted as to the number or value of scholarships received from other sources in order to receive this award.

Application Procedure:

1. Visit and follow 2016 - 2017 SPEF Local Scholarship & Procedure Tab on SPEF website.

2. Compose Matthew M. Roelse Memorial Scouting Scholarship essay. “What Has Scouting Taught Me About Myself And How I Will Use That In My Future” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)
3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Matthew M. Roelse Memorial Scouting Scholarship.
