Criteria:

The following criteria are established for the awarding of a scholarship in the name of Robin K. Olson:

1. Must be a graduating senior in the upper 50% of their class

2. Must intend to enroll in an accredited 2 or 4-year college or university of their choosing.

3. Applicants will be evaluated based on the strength of the overall application, including Robin K. Olson essay, co-curricular involvement and letters of recommendation. 

4. Must include a brief essay with their application form centered on the statement “My Life, How I Want to Be Remembered……..”. 

5. Student needs to include two letters of recommendation with their application, with one letter being from a friend.  

6. Student will not be restricted as to the number or value of scholarships received from other sources in order to receive this award.

Application Procedure:

1. Visit and follow 2016-2017 SPEF Local Scholarship Information & Procedure Tab on SPEF website.

2. Compose Robin K. Olson Memorial Scholarship essay. “My Life, How I Want to be Remembered…….. (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page) BELOW
3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Robin K. Olson Memorial Scholarship. ONE must be from a friend of the applicant.
