For Graduating Students of Sheboygan North & South High Schools
2016-2017
The John and Terry Schaefer Scholarship(s) will be awarded to graduating seniors of Sheboygan North & South High Schools to continue their education at an accredited two or four year university/college, technical college/institution in the state of Wisconsin on a full time basis.  Preference shall be given to students majoring in science, technology, engineering, mathematics, or to students obtaining a certification in a trade. Students must attend Sheboygan North or South High Schools on a full time basis in order to be considered. 
This scholarship fund is established from a generous donation from John and Terry Schaefer. They created this scholarship to contribute to America’s competitiveness in the world.  John Schaefer graduated from Sheboygan North High School in 1962.  He obtained a B.S. degree from Marquette University in 1966 and a M.S. degree from Ohio State University in 1968.  During his career John held technical and senior management positions in information technology.
Criteria:

· Member of the graduating class of Sheboygan North or South High School.
· Must attend Sheboygan North or South High School on a full time basis.
· Have demonstrated an ability to succeed scholastically.
· Recipients must maintain a 3.0 semester GPA to be eligible for scholarship renewal. (Official grade transcripts and proof of registration for upcoming year required).

The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship. The number of and amount of scholarship awards will be determined by the Sheboygan Public Education Foundation may vary based on available funding/earnings and the discretion of the scholarship committee. Each scholarship amount shall not exceed 75% of the current annual tuition of recipient’s institution. It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. Applicants “may be” interviewed by the Sheboygan Public Education Foundation Scholarship Committee. 
The scholarship will be paid in two yearly installments; the first installment upon proof of enrollment, and the second installment at the commencement of the first semester and upon demonstration that the first semester performance was at a 3.0 GPA level and school enrollment is confirmed for the second semester. The John and Terry Schaefer Scholarship(s) may be renewed one time for a two-year institution and three successive times for a four-year institution if the selection committee determines that the academic record in college is such to warrant continued support of the applicant.  Renewal scholarships will be given preference over new scholarships.
