The George D. Warriner II Memorial Scholarship is available to students graduating from the

George D. Warriner High School of Personalized Learning, a Charter school of the Sheboygan Area School District.  The Sheboygan Public Education Foundation administers this scholarship on behalf of the Warriner family. 

George D. Warriner II earned his bachelor degree from the UW-Madison in Secondary Math Education. He then went on to earn his Masters Degree from the UW in Instructional Technology. While he was earning his Doctoral Degree from Pepperdine University, George formed the idea of a school that would later become the George D. Warriner High School of personalized learning. George loved to learn and he loved to teach others. He desired that his students would become lifelong learners. George was the Instructional Technology Coordinator for the Sheboygan Area School District when he passed away in July of 2008. Funds given in his memory helped to establish this scholarship.

A single scholarship in the amount of $500 may be awarded to one recipient from the George D. Warriner High School of Personalized Learning each year. This is a scholarship based on the love of learning, and is not based on grade point average, test scores or class rank. Financial need of the applicant may be a consideration.  The selection committee may interview applicants. It is important to note that it is not implicit that an award be given out each year. If the scholarship committee deems that there is not a worthy candidate to receive this award in any given year, the scholarship will not be awarded. The intent is that it only be given to a very exceptional student who has displayed a love of learning over the 4 years of his/her high school years. There shall not be a restriction as to the number or value of other scholarships received by the applicant in order to accept this award.

Criteria:

1. Member of the graduating class of George D. Warriner High School of Personalized Learning.
2. Must intend to enroll in a 2 or 4-year college or university.

3. The student must have been actively involved in activities at school or in the community. Examples of such activities may include sports, clubs, scouts, 4-H, church activities, or other activities for the benefit of themselves or others.

4. Disbursement of this scholarship is awarded based on the evaluation of the overall application as well as financial need.  

Application Procedure:

1. Visit and follow 2016-2017 SPEF Local Scholarship Information & Procedure Tab on SPEF website.

2. Compose George D. Warriner II Memorial Scholarship Essay. “Describe a time in your life when you realized you were learning due to your desire to learn, rather than learning due to an assignment or requirement.” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)

3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the George D. Warriner II Memorial Scholarship.
