Application Procedure:

2. Compose Wells Fargo Bank Essay. “How I Have Demonstrated My Leadership through Participation in School and Community Activities and My Plan to Do That in the Future?” (double spaced, 12 pt. font, no more than one page)
3. TWO Letters of Recommendation…Specific to the Wells Fargo Bank Scholarship.
